Another object of sub-fund investments may be debt instruments issued by
state governments. The sub-fund may also invest in foreign debt instruments and hedge
exchange rate risk by investing in derivatives.

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Duration - this ratio shows the change in the value of the debt part of the
fund in reaction to a change in interest rates. The higher the duration, the
bigger effect of a change in interest rates on a change in the value of a
fund unit i.e. the higher the risk connected with the same.

YTM - (yield to maturity) - this ratio shows the rate of return that investors
obtain when buying a bond at the current market price and holding it in
their portfolio until maturity.
